Analysis of Feedback from stakeholders
1) After receipt of the feedbacks from the students, alumni, parents and other stake holders, the
1QAC along with the teaching departments gives due consideration to the every aspect received in
the form of suggestions and recommendations and accordingly the departments are directed to
incorporate necessary changes in the teaching learning process.
2) The suggestions received from the parents are sometimes important in a way that makes the
institution to take care of the feclings of the parents towerds their wards and accordingly apart
from classroom teaching learning the emotional quotient of the students has been considered for
their overall progress. ‘
3) The classroom involvement is so transformed that addresses to the feelings and emotions and
other hidden talent of the learners providing platform for their co-curricular and cultural
development by organizing group discussions, debates, cultural activities etc.
4) As usual the feedbacks are placed before the competent bodies and authorities for incorporation
of the suggestions and recommendations by the stake holders.
5) In the rapidly changing academic environment, research and innovation are given due place
while focusing on the teaching learning process.

As per feedback received from the stakeholder and analysis done there after following points were
discussed
a) The student feedback analysis report shows that the students are not satisfied with the
canteen facilities. Hence it is decided to change the contractor of canteen.
b) It is decided to give notice to Mess contractor of Girls Hostel to improve the quality of
food and decided to assign faculty member to check the food quality.
c) Itisdecided to install ATM facilities in the college campus
d) It is decided to provide Scholarship to the students belonging to National sports, Merit
student, BPL categories, NCC, NSS students
e) Itis decided for the improvement, lamination and quality of ID card of students.
f) Itis decided to provide Refreshment to the NCC cadets.
g) Itis decided to have underground water tank with capacity of 2,00,000.00 litres
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
